1st Agenda Item:  Jerseys / Equipment

· Can get the Allison jerseys used today, but can also provide Russell jerseys, Schutt helmets, and Schutt pants / pads

· Need to decide on jersey supplier by next meeting in April

· Action Items

· Bonine/Jacobski -> Define criteria, solicit bids, and have options to select from for the April board meeting
2nd Agenda Item:  John Swanson – Limited Weight Football
· North Suburban started out as a limited weight league, added unlimited in 90’s
· 14 limited weight teams in the 2009 season

· Scheduling process takes into consideration whether an association offers limited weight
· John weighed all players before the season last year to ensure nobody over 130 pounds

· John reiterated that it is NOT a ‘B’ league or limited skill league – 2009 had some very skilled players

· 2009 season had very balanced teams – majority of games were very close

· Other information shared:

· On average, 50% of Anoka’s varsity football starters for the past 10 years played on lite weight teams all through youth football

· 2009 Mr Minnesota Football finalist Brandon Marquart from Champlin Park played on lite weight teams all through youth football

· Chris Campbell motioned for ZYFA to offer limited weight teams in the 2010 season
· Motion Second -> Mike Westafer
· Vote results -> The ZYFA unanimously approved the motion
· Action Item

· Need to schedule parent meeting to provide more info and answer questions about the limited weight option

3rd Agenda Item:  3rd-6th grade
· Twin Cities North Youth Football League (TCNYFL) offers a 2nd/3rd grade combined league
· No fee for the TCNYFL league last year, but the number of teams is growing so fast that a fee might be set in the future
· 2009 league had 9 regular season games with a tiered playoff

· John is willing to do it all, plug in a couple of games, or none – very open
